Tests: 

Tests are done without the use of notes, books or other study aids.   Before every test students are given review assignments.  Students who complete and study these reviews usually perform well on tests.  Retakes are not allowed, so study for the first one!

Projects and Lab Reports:

Many large assignments are done in cooperative groups in class.  Some are individual projects that require work to be completed outside of class.  Students absent during group projects may need to be given alternative individual assignments for completion at home.  All major assignments will be turned in on time.  Ten percent of the total points possible for an assignment will be subtracted from the score each day the assignment is late.   
Daily Work:

Short daily assignments such as worksheets, drawings, etc. are worth about 20 points each and need to be completed on time, usually by the next day.  These assignments are graded in class on the day they are due and are designed to prepare students for class activities.  Daily work is not accepted late unless a student has been absent (excused).  If students know they will be absent for family or school related activities, they need to ask for their homework at least 2 days in advance of the absence.  This helps keep them up to speed.  Be prepared so you can be a productive member of your group.


Participation:

The participation grade is based on:

· Attendance 
· Use of appropriate social skills 

· Engagement in class activities (Stay on Task!)
